The restaurant is located at the seaside, about 1 km from the central bus-station. The easiest way to get there is to take a taxi.
How to get to Rethymnon – Travel-Information:
Crete has two airports, Chania and Heraklion. From both of them you will have to travel a distance of about 70 km in order to reach Rethymnon.

Please note that there are no shuttle busses from the airports going to Rethymnon, therefore you will either have to take public busses from the city centers or you will have to take a taxi all the way to Rethymnon, which is the only option if you arrive after 9 PM. The taxi prices will be about 60 € from Chania and about 70 € from Heraklion.
If you intend to take the public busses, you will first have to take a taxi to the main bus-station in the centers of the cities. The trip from Chania airport to the bus-station will take about 20 minutes and costs about 15 €. Traveling from Heraklion airport to the bus-station will take about 10 minutes and costs about 9 €.
