Session: Golden Glittering Garments: Investigation – Systematic Study – Experimental Reconstruction – Handling

Dear colleagues,
recent discoveries of gold threads as remains of decorated precious garments of higher ranking persons led to an increase in this group of textiles. These are studied not only by archaeologists, but also by restorers, natural scientists and handicraftsmen as well. Though similar archaeological artefacts are known from almost all Europe there is hardly any common debate among researchers. Further a common research strategy is not only missing, but is urgently needed. Therefore it might be fruitful to discuss issues like new investigation methods on gold threads, systematic research, experimental reconstructions and questions about fabrication, trade, origin, development, handling etc. among colleagues at a larger scale. The 16th Annual Meeting of the European Association of Archaeologists (EAA) 1 – 5th September 2010 in The Hague, Netherlands, could offer such an opportunity. We would therefore like to suggest a session on clothes decorated with gold threads focused primarily on Roman, Early Medieval and older periods to the organisers (see session proposal).
If you are interested in taking part in the discussion and like to introduce new aspects of research or put forward questions concerning archaeological metal threads we would like to invite you to give a paper of 20 minutes or a poster presentation. If you know other people interested in this matter, please forward this Call for Papers.
The organisers of the EAA will decide on the acceptance of the session after mid January 2010. This means that we have to hand in a list of speakers with their abstracts early in January 2010. If you are interested in giving a paper at this session, please send the title of your paper and an abstract of not more than 300 words until 5th January 2010 (see attached form) to both of us (important). Further we need your full name with titles, including your full postal address with name of institution, phone and fax number plus email address. It is important to keep the length of the abstract as it will be copied automatically to the homepage of the meeting and later to the abstract book of the conference. Though the organiser will allow papers not only in English, but also in French and German, the abstract must be written in English. It is further recommended to make your PowerPoint Presentation in English, as this language will be best understood by the audience. 
Even if you will present a paper or a poster at the EAA meeting you still have to pay the conference fee, we are sorry about that. The Congress registration fee accounts for EAA members € 95 and for non-members € 180 when registered before 30th June 2010. Students, retired persons and Eastern European participants are entitled to a reduced fee as mentioned below. For non-members the fee includes one year membership at EAA and three issues of the “European Journal of Archaeology” as well as the annual newsletter “The European Archaeologist”.
