What is the Lejre Research Grant?

Lejre Experimental Centre is an open research institution, which works on both historical and archaeological research and presentation of the past to our visitors from all countries. Through practical experiments we are working on expanding the knowledge about prehistoric and historic periods, on both scientific and layman level. The purpose is to lay the groundwork for interpretation and understanding of life and environment in the past and the connection to the present day. The research experiments are an integrated part of our presentation to the public and the ongoing experiments are the core and development of our narration of prehistory.
When you apply for funding for an experiment through the grant, the application is evaluated by experienced experimental archaeologists and it is determined whether the experiment is scientifically valid, well structured and relevant for experimentation. The Research department will assist with guidance and professional and practical support, so that the experiment can contribute to development in archaeological and historical studies. 

Every year the Centres Research Grant is DDK 150.000 for carrying out practical experiments. It is granted to researchers and students for carrying out experiments following application to Lejre Experimental Centre.

A part of the Grant is assigned for experiments working within a certain theme. 
The rest of the Grant is open for experiments working with other topics and problems

Special theme 2009:
WAR   AND CONFLICT
War, fighting and conflict have been part of human life since the dawn of time. Therefore war and conflict is essential to investigate in a historical and archaeological perspective. In 2009 Lejre  Research centre will  focus  on technological, material, physical or technical  experiments in  relation to war, armoury, weapons, combat, fortification, warrior culture, conflict etc.
Experiments  dealing with  the same issues, materials, techniques or hypotheses  in relation to the war and conflict theme , can be carried out  in particular  workshop weeks  in June, July or August. The workshop weeks are intended to inspire cooperation, interaction, networking and exchange of ideas for researchers and the visitors at Lejre alike.

Lejre Research Centre welcomes scientific researchers, scientific students and craftspeople from all parts of the world to apply for the experimental grant.

What is covered by the Lejre Research Grant?

The Grant primarily covers expenses for travel, laboratory analyses, materials, documentation, equipment, expert assistance, food/drink and other expenses in connection with an experiment carried out at Lejre Experimental Centre. Wages are only granted under special circumstances. Lodging at Lejre is free of charge. Equipment purchased with the grant money belongs to the Lejre research department after use. 

Storage of documental material from finished experiments can be arranged, free of charge, in the research archive at Lejre Experimental Centre.

A granted sum is a frame amount to finance the experiment. In this respect use the following budgeting guidelines for food and travel expenses:

- Up to 100 DDK for food, drink 

- Travel by public transportation is refunded at full. 
- Travel by car is compensated by Danish government rates (1, 83 DDK/km)
