Subject 1: Dyeing with plant material: Woad (powder extract), madder and tancy.
Subject 2: Fibre preparation: Sorting and combing of wool, hackling and scutching of flax, spinning with a drop spindle. 

Subject 3: Weaving on an upright loom: Warping with tablets, heddling and weaving. 

Subject 4: Tool making: Loom weights and drop spindles of clay. From mixing the clay, adding temper and forming the weights after original finds.  Maybe there will also be time for firing of premade weights.
